« Many devices work across multiple platforms, so you don’t need to worry about deciding which
platform you are going use (iOS, Android, Windows, etc.).

« Consider heating (thermostat), lighting (smart outlets) and security (cameras) during your build.
Most of these things can be installed easily during your renovations.

« Avoid novelty items. There are plenty of novelty items out there, such as a washing machine that
will text you when it finishes spinning or a fridge that will monitor when you run out ketchup, but if
they will not add quality or independence to your life, avoid them.
